Active verbs

“erbs can hawve an active or passive voice. When a wverb is active, the subject of the sentence is doing the action. For example:
The oat sat on the mat.

Here, cat is the subject, sat is the active verb and the mat is the object.

Passiwve werbs

Contrast this with the passive voice of the verb:

The mat was sat on by the cat.

Here, the mat is the subject and is suffering the action of being sat on by the cat.
