Direct and Indirect Speech
Direct speech is when you write the actual words a 
person has said. We show this by putting speech marks 
(“t”) around the spoken words.
Example: “Did you bring your homework?” asked the 
teacher.

Indirect speech is when you write about what a person 
has said, without using the actual words spoken. You do 
not need to use speech marks.
Example: The teacher asked the children if they had 
brought their homework to school.
